III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve as amended.  Approved (11-0)
IV. Approval of Minutes:  Motion to approve as submitted.  Approved (11-0)
V. Guests: Kurt Lynn, Vice Chairman, E&F.  Kurt presented the planned Engineering study for the feasibility of a Rock Jetty to be placed at Jefferson Point.  The jetty would be constructed of large (16”-24”) limestone rip-rap rocks.  The purpose of the Jetty is to capture waterborne debris that typically enters the large lake during heavy rainfall when we experience water surge.  The CA Board has approved $26,500 for Golden Engineering to perform the feasibility study.  The concept is to install a 200’-250’ rock jetty approximately along the line the existing skimmer pipe follows.  The skimmer pipe would be shortened to approximately 300’ and would be mechanically attached to the end of the jetty with the ability to rise and fall during normal lake level variation.  The objective would be to locate the jetty so as to not reduce any usable area of the lake for Jefferson Point water activity.  The study will consider two options for jetty location.  If the study determines that a jetty is feasible and effective in catching debris, a follow-on detail design effort would be the next step to determine specific design features, options and construction approaches.  MoDot has been contacted and has raised no objections thus far.  
Kurt stated there would be upcoming meetings with the Engineering firm to discuss details of the feasibility study approach.  L&P members are welcome to attend and participate.  
L&P Committee members asked if the study would consider jetty placement upstream of the highway bridge.  Kurt said only downstream locations are being considered since earlier considerations of upstream debris barriers were not favorable.

6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:
Scott Ellis, resident of the small lake and member of the City’s Green Environmental Advisory Committee discussed the background and recent history of lake water chemistry testing, including the Peruque Creek Watershed Study report, published in 2005, and The Lakes of Missouri Volunteer Program results of 2010 testing of our lakes.  Members of the Committee discussed approaches of how the CA might proceed to perform more comprehensive water quality testing in the upcoming 2015 season.  Concerns included keeping testing results within the CA so as to avoid potential EPA intervention if we were to collaborate with outside public entities.  

The Committee will continue to follow up with Scott.  He will contact water testing companies to see how much it would cost the CA to have our water samples tested – and will report back at a future L&P meeting.  Barry Berisford will provide water testing company contact info he has.
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: No December meeting.
VIII. Old Business
a. Water Flow Study:  Included in discussion with Scott Ellis above.
b. Jefferson Point Improvements 2015:  Ron Wilson advised that $120,000 has been approved for Capital Improvements at Jefferson Point.  The Board would like to have recommendations from L&P on what improvements should be pursued; i.e., side-walks, roadways, parking, etc.  The Committee members will think on this and discuss at our February meeting.
c. 2014 Class 6 Boat Approval:  See Item d. under New Business

IX. New Business
a.   Anglers’ 2015 Agenda:  The Committee reviewed the 2015 Anglers’ Agenda of activities.  It is similar to their 2014 Agenda.   Ron Wilson advised none of the planned activities need a special use approval from the CA Board.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the 2015 Anglers’ Agenda.

b.   Class 5 Motor rules:  Our Lakes & Parks rules for Class 5 boats limit engines to not more than 6 cylinders, not to exceed 4.3 liter displacement.  Rob Stephenson advises that Mercruiser Marine has published information that their supplier of 4.3L iron block engines (General Motors) is terminating production of these engines and will alternatively offer 4.3L aluminum block engines with closed loop cooling systems.  Volvo-Penta advises it intends to switch over to the new 4.3L aluminum engine.  In anticipation of the end of 4.3L iron block engines from GM, Mercruiser decided to develop its own in-house engine, a 4.5L.  Merc is initially offering the 4.5L as a lighter weight alternative to Merc’s 5.0L V-8 engine.   In the future, Merc intends to offer a detuned version of the new 4.5L engine to replace the 4.3L when block supplies are exhausted.  The Committee discussed whether we should take action now to update our Class 5 boat engine rule.  L&P members found no instances – yet – of Boat Manufacturers stopping to offer 4.3L engines in Class 5 type boats.  The Committee will keep this topic on as Old Business and will monitor developments in Boat engine availability in order to take timely action to address potential Class 5 engine rule changes.    
c.   Approval of 2013 Sport Nautique:  The member requesting this boat be added to the CA Approved List of Class 6 boats had not, as of this L&P Meeting, provided the information to show this model meets our Class 6 Boat rules.  The Committee located manufacturer information that showed the boat weight of 3250 pounds exceeds our limit of 3200 pounds.  

Motion:   Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of the 2013 Sport Nautique to our list of approved Class 6 Boats.
