IV. Approval of May 2012 Minutes:  Approved as submitted (6-0)
V. Guests: 

Pat Witt of Lakewood requested the installation of a permanent rest-room facility at Lakewood Park to serve CA members use of that facility.  After discussion, the Committee  informed Ms Witt that a Lakewood rest-room facility is in the capital planning process.  It will likely be a few years before it is built due to other capital priorities.

Kevin Crowley presented his request to add a 1999 Cobalt 202CS (open bow) tournament ski boat boat to our list of approved Class 6 boats.  Joe Dattilo provided a email which verified the boat is identical (other than being an open bow version) to the 1999 Cobalt 203 (closed bow) boat already on our approved list.  The boat has a 5.7L engine which is consistent with our boating rules.  

MOTION:  Recommend the CA  Board of Directors approve the addition of the 1999 Cobalt 202CS Tournament Ski Boat to our list of approved Class 6 boats

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  No meeting 

2. Aquatics:  Things are in full swing.  Excellent performance from the Life Guard contractor.  Swim Team is having a very good season.

3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported the committee discussed plans for this year’s dredging project. 

4. Engineering and Facilities:  Request for bids for the dredging will be sent out in late July.

5. Maintenance Items:  Duane Wall noted the rub bumpers on the uprights at the dam courtesy docks are very low (all the way into the water) and do not work effectively with taller boats such as pontoons.  He suggest they be raised or added to so as to provide better protection for taller boats in addition to maintaining protection for lower boats.
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VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  There were no Lakes & Parks action items since there was no Lakes & Parks meeting in June.

a. Water Patrol Report:  The committee reviewed the report.

IX. New Business

a. Boat Approvals:  (See Guests)

b. Complaint Ramp Closure/Vendor Trailers:  Ron Wilson conveyed concerns from a member about not having access to Windjammer boat launch ramp and parking spaces during special events.   The committee noted the member’s concern.

c. Buoy request for Harbor Town:  The committee reviewed a letter from Jim Mattheis, Harbor Town Association Board Member with two requests; 1) Placement of signage to inform boaters to not tow anything due to potential damage to the fountain at the end of the Harbor Town cove, and 2) add one or two additional buoys across the front entrance to Harbor Town cove.  

After discussion, the committee suggests that the Harbor Town Association develop a recommended approach for signage (size, location, etc..) and return to a future Lakes & Parks meeting for further discussion.  On the second point of additional buoys, the committee is of the opinion that most boaters are sufficiently aware of the location of the Harbor Town cove entrance where idle speed should be observed.  As such, no additional buoys are recommended at this time.

d. World Record Float:  Greg Jones presented plans for the 19 August 2012 World Record Float event.  This year, the focus will be as a fund raiser for local schools and community sporting teams.  All funds raised will be returned to participant teams.  

MOTION:  The Lakes & Parks Committee endorses and agrees with the CA Board’s approval of the planned 19 AugustWorld Record Float attempt on the small lake.      APPROVED (6-0)
X.  Comments from Committee Members:  The use of blue dock lights at Lake of the Ozarks is an Ameren rule and does not apply to Lake St Louis.
