IV. Approval of Minutes:

V. Guests: Barb Williams, Glen Heiman, Tony Neal, Ed Young.
a. Barb Williams questioned when Lake St. Louise would be lowered. Operation Manager Ron Wilson stated that E & F and the CA Board of Directors need to approve October 2016 for lowering Lake St. Louise.

b. Glen Heiman expressed his concern for the large amount of “water weeds” growing in the lake at large and around his dock. John Dangoia will cut back these weeds as requested by Operation Manager Ron Wilson. He will also contact MO Conservation for advice on other ways to control the “water weeds”.

VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: Tabled Chemical Application for the lakes. Approved the Sailing & Paddle Club’s request to enhance their equipment storage capability and aesthetics at Windjammer Point. (8-0)
VIII. Old Business
a. Chemical Application Small Lake: Tabled
b. Boating Regulations: Do Missouri Boating Regulations apply to our LSLCA lakes or do only the LSLCA Regulations apply? Missouri Boating Regulations do apply. One Regulation of Missouri Boating Laws states that it is illegal to obstruct or impede lake traffic areas. The LSLCA Boating Regulations does not have this regulation stated in this manor. An area across from the main marina on Lake St. Louis frequently has fisherman anchored and fishing in a narrow traffic area. The LSLCA Boating Regulation has regulations written in regards to Safety. It was discussed that LSLCA Water Patrol approach and has been approaching anchored boats in traffic areas stating the Unsafe issue of being anchored/fishing there. It was decided that at this time there is no need to add new verbage to the LSLCA Boating Regulations.   
c. Water Patrol Report: John Stone reported that over the July 4, 2015 weekend there were no accidents or other problems. 
IX. New Business
a. Boat Lift at High Point: Tony Neal who lives at 732 High Hill Court in LSL requested L & P to consider allowing him to put a hoist on a tie wall in Lake St. Louis on Community Association property near High Point LSL Community Association docks. Motion made by Mark Brown for the L & P committee to approve this request thus then allowing the CA Board to review it. Seconded. Discussion. Motion Failed. (4-3)
