III. Approval of Agenda  - Approved unanimously (8-0)

IV. Approval of Minutes – Approved unanimously (8-0)

V. Guests: Mike Daniels – provided information on a requirement to develop an emergency action plan in case the dam on large lake would rupture or fail; this plan would include a notification requirement for downstream residents; discussed how Warren county handles this issue; Mike provided an example of a plan to Ron Wilson

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks – no report; did not meet

2. Aquatics – no report; did not meet

3. Finance – no report; did not meet; Skip Raleigh agreed to attend future Finance committee meetings and relay pertinent information to the L&P committee

4. Engineering and Facilities – no action items from their June 3 meeting; dredge is complete, waiting for contractor to remove their equipment; there is an issue with the new bathroom floor at Jefferson Point & this will be resolved; J.P gates are installed, waiting on card readers to be installed; valve installed in sanitary sewer of J.P. Restroom to prevent backflow during heavy rains; there was some discussion on sanitary sewer leakage into the large lake.

5. Maintenance Items – 

· Sinkhole reported on common ground between 34 & 36 Dauphine
· Soffit on CA clubhouse damaged

· Erosion on both islands on small lake; these will be addressed in fall when lake is lowered

· Need more cleats on docks at Windjammer Point
VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting: did not receive minutes from May 28 meeting; the only action item approved was to pay legal fees; there was a discussion of the new Huck's gas station to be installed near LSL City Hall---L&P committee had asked the CA Board to request that the city of LSL require an environmental impact statement – that request was not made to City of LSL & the BOA have unanimously approved the Huck’s gas station going in (should be operational in about 4 months); there was an informational meeting following the regular board meeting; Steve Brown provided highlights from that presentation---primary reason for proposed assessment increase is to insure that there is adequate funding for the next dredge.

VIII. Old Business

a. Water Patrol Report – not much activity in May; checking ID cards is a primary activity.
b. Park Assignments – Parks and other areas were assigned/reassigned to L&P committee members to review for maintenance items; document is attached as of 6-4-13
c. Environmental Issues Lakes – water quality (fecal coliform) is tested 2 times per month; results appear on the CA website

d. Actions for Selected Boating Violations – discussion on how to best communicate repeat boating violations; discussion on providing an annual reminder re: major infractions such as excessive speed after dark, not using “person in water” markers, and proper use of lighting; Darrel agreed to put together an item to appear in Newstime to remind residents concerning safety violations.
IX. New Business

a. Windjammer Concert Labor Day Weekend – after much discussions, the motion to approve this special event failed unanimously (8-0); L&P committee will recommend not to approve to the CA Board. 

X. Comments from Committee Members – Barry B. asked about the process for assigning/reassigning rental docks in cases where boats are jointly owned by multiple CA members; Ron W. provided information on how those are handled and indicated that when the current dock registrant does not renew, that dock is rented to the next name on the list and does not “grandfather” to the other joint boat owner(s).  Nan M. asked about the possibility of allowing non-CA members to purchase amenity packages; Ron W. explained the requirements as defined in the C&R’s---these would have to be changed to allow such an exception.
