III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to Approve (Approved 8-0) 

IV. Approval of Minutes:  Awaiting minutes from last meeting
V. Guests: None to be heard.
VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks – Tom Mispagel reported that he has been reassigned from the City Parks committee to the Planning & Zoning Committee.
2. Aquatics:  Ron Wilson reported the Pool is open and operating smoothly.
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported that Finance approved the purchase of a new 60 HP outboard motor.  The old motor will be transitioned to small lake Water Patrol. Also, Finance discussed the possibilities of investing the $3.5M dredging funds into a potentially higher yield financial instrument.  
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Ron Wilson reported there was no E&F meeting.
5. Maintenance Items:  Rob Stephenson reported the path to Joli Isle is overgrown and needs trimming.  Ron Wilson reported the Tennis Committee’s recommended repairs to the court surface spalling has been completed.
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Scott Ellis reported several accomplishments and plans:
1.  Can receptacles are back out in place for use
2.  Signs installed to remind Founders Park users to ‘Pick up Tin’

3.  Electronic Recycling event planned for Oct 3

4.  Water quality samples were taken from both lakes (two sites per lake) on 3&4 June

5.  A bicycle safety event will be held later in the summer

6.  The Committee will be looking at the LSL Building Code for potential Green criteria additions.
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  Ron Wilson advised the Jefferson Point Parking Lot Construction bids requests are going out. Ron also advised the Board approved the L&P Boat Approval recommendation.  
VIII. Old Business
               Jefferson Point Plan:  See Results of BoD Meeting above.
IX. New Business
Approval to Treat Small Lake:  Discussion about resident concerns about recent algae bloom.  John Dagnoia advised the algae will disappear on its own as soon as the water temperature increases to normal summer levels.  John also pointed out that the chemical treatment to kill algae will also kill plant life that fish feed on.  John did say that algae treatment near the beach and common areas is OK due to the small areas affected.
Motion:  Table this topic to the July 2015 Lakes & Parks Committee Meeting.

b. Review Boating Regulations:  Several topics were reviewed, including:
          1.  Deadline for enforcement of boats on the water without current registration

          2.  Boats stored in yards

          3.  Derelict Boats 

          4.  Noise nuisances (i.e., Sound Cannon speakers) on the water

          5.  Unregistered boats on the lakes

          6.  Cars on CA properties without CA Window Stickers

          7.  Boats trailers on CA properties without current CA trailer stickers

          8.  Do the Class 6 list of approved boats need L&P and CA Board action to add new boats – or can boats be added by Staff if the proposed boat meets current L&P Class 6 boating rules   

After discussion, the Committee felt most of these topics are adequately addressed in the current Lakes and Parks Boating Rules.  Chairman Hollinger asked the Committee to review the Boating Rules and bring any suggested improvements to a future L&P meeting.  

c. Sailing & Paddle Club:  Pearson Buell presented a proposal for the Sailing club to place a small plastic storage building (approx. 10’x15’) at Windjammer to contain the useful small sailing boat equipment that is current stored in the CA Maintenance compound.  Also, the equipment storage rack would be similarly relocated.  Pearson also stated the Sailing Club’s intention to clean up the Windjammer areas where several small boats are stored.  The unused & abandoned boats will be removed.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Sailing & Paddle Club’s request to enhance their equipment storage capability and aesthetics at Windjammer Point.
