V. Guests: 

Mark McLain, Rue Grand, presented information about the Chaparral 22 foot I/O boat and requested L&P consideration to add it or ones similar to it to the list of approved boats for LSL.  Mark’s reason was that the current boat classifications do not provide a dual use boat that is capable of both watersports and cruising/entertaining with a larger group of people aboard – and can also be useful in other locations outside LSL.

After discussion, the Committee decided to take the request under advisement and appointed a sub-committee to review the descriptive materials about the Chaparral and report back to the Committee with their recommendations.  Sub-Committee members are Sasha Ott, Mark Brown and Barry Berisford.  Ron Wilson will send the Chaparral materials to the Sub-Committee.

VI. Committee Reports

4. Engineering and Facilities:

--Jim Sharkey reported the CA has established a $100 per month fee to be paid by Contractors for placing their own work barge on the lake.  

--Jim Sharkey presented a description of the planned outdoor shower for Jefferson Point.  It will be similar to the outdoor shower at the Main Marina.  Jim requested L&P’s endorsement of the plan.

MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors proceed with the planned shower installation at Jefferson Point as developed by Engineering & Facilities.

Approved (10-0) 
--Jim Sharkey presented information on the conceptual design of the planned Jefferson Point Pavilion.  Jim asked for L&P endorsement of the conceptual design that will be used to solicit bids for detail construction plans and cost estimates.  The detail plans, once developed, will be brought back to L&P for final review and approval.  The Committee agreed with the design approach, but there was concern that the investment of additional capital improvements at Jefferson Point should be made as part of a priority that includes installation of the proposed Rock Jetty.  

MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors proceed to develop detail design plans and obtain bids on the Jefferson Point Pavilion as proposed by E&F.

Approved (8-2)

--Jim Sharkey presented the notional design approach for the Rock Jetty at the creek / Jefferson Point intersection.  The intent is for the Rock Jetty to provide protection to Jefferson Point docks and beaches from flood debris damage.  While the Committee strongly agrees with the planned Jetty, some are concerned that the CA Board’s approach to it suggests it is not a primary priority.  

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors proceed to develop detail design plans and obtain bids on the Jefferson Point Rock Jetty as proposed by E&F.

5. Maintenance Items – 
Nan McCabe suggested that CA Maintenance look into removing the deep accumulation of leaves in Bay Oaks Park and access paths that make walking in the area an issue.  She also recommended an annual plan to remove the excess build up of leaves.  
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:

L&P items approved except the proposed 2014 Ski Club practice and show schedule at Jefferson Point and the Jefferson Point Rock Jetty.

IX. New Business

a. Park Assignments:  See Attachment for latest list of L&P members assignments to CA Parks.
b. Amendment to Lake Rules to permit boats to travel both clockwise and counterclockwise at idle speed in No-Wake zones:  The committee discussed the problem encountered in lower Dauphine when residents needed to safely transit by boat to and from waterfront locations – and had difficulty during Ski Club practice and shows.  After discussion, the Committee requested Water Patrol to draft suggested L&P rule change to permit clockwise boat traffic in lower Dauphine No-Wake zones.  The proposed rule change wording will be reviewed at the April L&P meeting.  
c. Dock Damage:  Heather Rieter requested information on the potential of any CA liability for ice damage to member owned docks and lifts.  Ron Wilson explained that the CA agreements with dock and lift owners excludes any liability for Acts of God. 
d. New Member:  Tom Mispagel had reported to the Committee that Dave Glendinning has resigned.  The Committee needs to consider replacing him.  After discussion, the Committee passed the following:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve Joe Dattilo to serve the remainder of Dave Glendinning’s term as a Member at Large on L&P.

Approved (10-0)
e. Ski Club Twin Rig:  Mark Brown presented the Ski Club request that they be permitted to use two 250HP engines on the Club’s Twin Rig boat.  The CA currently permits the Club to use two 200HP engines.  The Club has an opportunity to upgrade to 250HP engines providing better trade-in for the annual swap-out with Evinrude.  The 250HP engines are a few pounds lighter than the 200HP models and have the same or less sound level.  The engines also enable a ‘softer’ pull for large acts such as Pyramids.
MOTION:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors modify the current L&P Rules Exemption for the Ski Club’s use of the twin rig to permit 250HP engines.
