VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  Tom Mispagel absent – no report 

2. Aquatics:  Pool is still closed
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh was unable to attend the recent meeting – no report
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Jim Sharkey the CA will host an open meeting with the Representatives of the Water Study on March 16, 7:00pm at the CA Clubhouse.  Jim also reported that the cold weather has delayed the road construction at Jefferson Point.
5. Maintenance Items: None
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Rob Stephenson attended the last CA Board meeting to support Scott Ellis on the water quality testing recommendation from L&P and the City’s Green Environmental Advisory Committee.  FYI, Scott was recently selected to Chair the GEAC.  
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  Water quality testing: The Board tabled the L&P recommendation and requested a more detailed plan.
Jefferson Point additional development priority:  Tabled 

Ski Club 2015 Schedule:  The Board approved the Ski Club schedule and will continue to work insurance issues with counsel and the Insurance Carrier.
VIII. Old Business
a. Water Quality Testing:  Board member Richard Tipton has concerns about maintaining the privacy of the water quality testing results if we were to join the Lakes of Missouri Volunteer Program (LMVP).  The Board appreciates the low cost of testing the LMVP offers (approximately $500 per year).  The PVC independent lab, by comparison, would cost the CA approximately $5000 per year (Eight testing times X 2 test points (inlet and outlet) X 2 lakes = 32 samples per year  @ $157 per sample. The Committee recommended to Scott Ellis that he meet with concerned Board members to review details of the water testing plan and information privacy protection.  Scott will report the results of discussions to the April L&P meeting.
b. Mercury Motors:  Rob Stephenson reported that Mercury Marine has announced that they have depleted their supply of General Motors iron block 4.3Liter V-6 engines and will no longer offer that model to Boat Manufacturers.  Mercury is offering an in-house designed and manufactured 4.5L V-6 engine as an alternative.  This new engine is approximately 80 pounds lighter than the 4.3L engine that it replaces.  The Committee discussed the need to have this new engine approved and incorporated into the L&P Rules & Regulations since there will likely be CA members wanting to purchase boats with this engine.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations, Page 2 (II, B., 5 Category 5) as follows:  “I/O engines not to exceed 6 cylinders, displacement not to exceed 4.5 liters. Outboard engines 100-125 H.P.”
(Approved 8-0)

c. 2015 Malibu Response LXR approval:  The 2015 Malibu Response LXR is a new offering for the 2015 model year.  We have received a Manufacturer’s letter that certifies the hull design is identical to that of the 1998 Malibu Response which was USA Waterski tested and approved and included in the CA Approved list of Class 6 boats.   
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the 2015 Malibu Response LXR to be added to the CA list of approved Class 6 boats.

IX. New Business
a. Approval Wheelchair skiing June 26:  The Missouri Disabled Waterskier Foundation has been informally invited as a guest to conduct a Wheelchair Skiing event from mid-morning to mid-afternoon on June 26.  After discussion, the Committee and Steve Brown agreed no special event approval is needed. 
b. LSL CA Body Camera Program:  Joe Datillo provided a large document published by the US Department of Justice providing guidance on the implementation of a Body Camera program. It outlines numerous protocols and processes for training, usage, file archiving and access control.  Steve Brown stated that three cameras and supporting equipment have already been ordered for use by CA Water Patrol as needed to document difficult encounters with CA members and guests.  John Stone has been charged with the responsibility to develop training, implementation and file storage/access instructions.  During discussion, the Committee suggested to Steve Brown that the CA not implement the Body Camera program until the protocols, instructions and training media have been fully developed and provided to Counsel and the Lakes & Parks Committee for review and comment.
