VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks – No Meeting

2. Aquatics – Swim Team has 200+ members.  Pool Opens Memorial Day Weekend.

3. Finance – No Report.  -  Joe Dattilo stated, and several members agreed, that due to the BOD’s rule change taking away the L&P Liaison to the Finance Committee, L&P does not have any knowledge of what goes on at the Finance Meetings.  This seems to go against the BOD direction of better communication between the committees and the Board as well as from Committee to Committee.

4. Engineering and Facilities – Jim Sharkey proposed a plan to look at possibly a steel structure for the new pavilion at Jefferson Point.  He received a bid from one company that was considerably less than the amount we have for the wood frame option.  He stated E&F believes this may be a good option and wanted to bring it up to L&P to see if we agreed.  Mr. Sharkey is also going to bring it to Finance to see if they also agree.

 MOTION:  L&P requests that the BOD continue to peruse the possible option of an all steel pavilion in addition to the wood option we already have.  We recommend looking at both and picking the best to purchase next year.  (Approved 8-0)

5. Maintenance Items – Woodland Marina.  The sheet of plywood covering the valve hole at Woodlands needs to be removed and a proper cover needs to be installed in its place.  This has been there for years and it’s time to get a safer, more long-term replacement.

VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: - L&P committee was disappointed with the lack of action by the BOD with the Environmental Study Request from the committee.

VIII. Old Business

a. Water Patrol Report – No Major Issues yet.  2013 stickers are being enforced as well as the 2013 ID cards being required for entry into the marinas.

b. Dredging Update – Dredging is done.  All equipment should be out of the lake in the next couple of weeks.

c. Jefferson Point Restrooms – Almost complete and will open in about 2 weeks.  Problem with sewer back up during heavy rains.  PWSD is addressing problem.  

d. Environmental Impact – Hucks Store – Due to the lack of action from the BOD, L&P are making a 2nd request.

MOTION:  L&P Urgently request the BOD present the City of Lake Saint Louis with a letter requesting an environmental impact study of our present wetlands and large lake in regard to the proposed Huck’s development.  (Approved 8-0)


IX. New Business

a. Approval Angler’s Habitat – New habitat in addition to the Christmas trees. The habitat is made with PVC flexible tubing cemented into a 5-gallon bucket.  The tubing sways with the movement of the water.  It is safe for our lakes and a great place for fish to hide.  Angler’s hooks cannot get snagged on the tubing like they can on the trees.  


MOTION:  Recommend the BOD approved the use of 10-12 new habitat be placed in our lake in deep water areas by the Anglers Club.  Once in place, the Anglers will provide GPS coordinates to CA staff.   (Approved 8-0)

b. Request for Concert at Windjammer – No one to provide info on this.  Tabled to next meeting.

c. Emergency Prep. Action Plan – It was brought to our attention that when the tornado sirens went off this month that the bar area did nothing.
MOTION:  Request the BOD develop and implement an Emergency Action Plan for CA owned buildings in case of Severe Weather, Fire, Earthquake, or other Emergency.  Staff should be instructing members where to safely go inside or outside of the building in the event of an alarm.(Approved 8-0)

d. Publication of Boating Violations. –
Chairman Hollinger suggested we keep track of the water patrol supplied list of Boating Violations and when we notice a trend of the large number of the same type of violation, we put a article in the Newstime to try and make members aware of the issue.  The thought is that the violations may be brought on by lack of awareness.  Another suggestion was to make a list of the top 10 or so violations and next year when you get your boat stickers, you have to sign or initial each one of the most common violations.  That way we know people will be aware.  Some of these violations are driving the wrong way around the lake, operating your boat at night with the docking lights on, driving at night without any lights on, etc.  Due to it getting late, we decided to continue the discussion next month.


e.  Environmental Impact Issues on the Lake.  -  With all the time spent talking about the different Environment issues that affect our lakes, L&P has decided to make this an ongoing focus this year.  We will keep it as a regular item on our monthly agenda

X. Comments from Committee Members – The committee thanked Mr. Sharkey for his extra work in bringing forward a new option in effort to save the CA money for the proposed pavilion at Jefferson Point.
