III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to Approve Agenda as amended to add Item V Guests:  Approved (10-0) 

IV. Approval of Minutes:  Motion to Approve Minutes as provided:  Approved (9-0)
V. Guests: David Monohan, 617 Lake View Rd, re: Lake View Docks:  David requested the CA relocate the CA Docks located at the end of Lake View Cove to enable property owner dock placements at his home waterfront lot and the adjacent waterfront lot which he owns.  He needs to be able to offer the adjacent lot for sale including usable space for potential installation of a new owner’s dock and/or lift.  Relocation of the CA docks to an in-line configuration versus the current ‘T’ shape and potentially shifting them closer to the opposing shoreline will provide the needed space David’s waterfront space needs.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors task CA Maintenance to investigate and recommend how best to reconfigure/reposition the CA Lake View docks in order to 1) enable each of Mr. Monohan’s waterfront lots to install a dock and/or boat lift and 2) maximize the number of CA docks that can be accommodated.

VI. Committee Reports

1. Aquatics:  No report
2. Finance:  No report
3. Engineering and Facilities:  No report
4. Maintenance Items:  Brian Devost reported the CA has purchased a flat deck pontoon patrol/barge (15 feet long, 6 ½ feet wide with a 9.9Hp engine) to be placed on the small lake.  Water Patrol will use it for security tours of the small lake 2-3 times daily.  Brian also reported that members should not park on the new grass at Jefferson Point until it has a chance to grow in and stabilize.  Committee members commented that the swale in the Jefferson Point lawn area still is collecting rainwater – and that more fill and grading may be needed to prevent this.  The committee also noted that parking on the grass will be necessary for the July 4 ski shows.  
Brian reported that the CA is adding additional security cameras in and around the CA Clubhouse, bringing the total number of cameras to 32.  He also reported that Tennis Court surface repairs are planned.  

Brian also reported that construction is almost complete on the CA Entrance Road Signs/Markers.   
5. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  No report
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  Brian Devost reported the CA Board has recognized two new Clubs:  Music and Lakeside Crafters.  Brian reviewed the schedule of upcoming events.  He also reported that the CA has hired a new Controller as part of the office staff.  Also, the new Kitchen Manager is improving the service and food selections/quality in the CA restaurant.  Lots of good feedback from those who have tried it.   
VIII. Old Business
a.  Park/CA area designation and ongoing updates from committee members:  No new reports.  
b. Mission Clean Stream :  Big Success. 150 volunteers, Lots of trash collected. 
IX. New Business
a.  2016 Mastercraft Prostar approval:  This boat meets all of our Class 6 boat rules – except its manufacturer’s advertised weight is 3300 pounds.  This contrasts to our current 3200 pound rule for Class 6 and Class 8 boats.  After discussion, the Committee concluded it is in the best interest of the membership as well as the usage of the large lake to increase the weight limit for Class 6 and Class 8 boats in order to enable and encourage members who are so inclined to put another wake-friendly Class 6 or Class 8 boat on the lake instead of a more wake-producing Class 5 boat.  The Committee also noticed the current wording of the Boating Rules place a 3200 pound weight limit on Sailboats.  This was never intended since Sailboat weight is not a factor in producing wakes – which are minimal with the design of Sailboat hulls.  The Committee also voted to remove the weight limit entirely for Sailboats.  The results of both votes are integrated into the motion below to provide a clear distinction of length and weight limits for each type of boat.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board approve a revision the Lakes & Parks Boating Rules ‘Watercraft Restrictions and Categories, Item A. Restrictions; Length and Weight’ as follows:

“Maximum overall length and documented dry weight shall not exceed:

- Runabouts:  20’0” length without a permanent molded-in rear platform and 20’6" for those with a permanent molded-in swim platform.  Weight limit 3200 pounds.
- Pontoons:  24’11’’ length, weight limit 3200 pounds.  Pontoon length measurement shall include structural items to attach motors.  However, underwater brackets used to attach/protect accessories such as depth finders, speedometer pickups, etc., shall not be included in the length measurement.

- Sailboats:  25’ length, no weight limit. 
- Class 6 and Class 8 Inboards: 20’9” length.  Weight limit 3300 pounds.

Minimum overall length shall be 10 feet for any motorboat.  All boats are subject to verification by Water Patrol if the documented length is within 12 inches of the maximum for that Class.”

b. PWSD 2 Sewer Line Program Update:  Eric Hanson, IPI Project Manager, assisted by Chuck Rudebusch, presented the status and plans for the installation of sewer pipe junction access/inspection/repair encasements on lateral-mainline junctions in the large lake.  They have located these junctions and are in the process of attaching yellow marker buoys to each.  During the upcoming months there will be work barges on the lake to enable divers to install the caissons around the junctions and install the inspection/repair access devices.  These devices will be permanently attached and will only rise above the current pipes approximately two feet.  Therefore, there should be no impact on lake usage since these will be well below the water surface.  During the construction work, No-Wake signs will be placed on the work barge(s) as well as lights to mark them at night.  
The Committee discussed the desirability of the CA Staff developing and placing one or more articles in NewsTime to alert member boaters to expect these items on the Lake and to respect the No Wake signs to ensure the workers and divers can perform their jobs safely.   
c.  Sugar Sand Tango / Jet Boat: Don Wilhite presented information about the subject boat and requests a waiver to the current rules prohibiting jet drive boats on our lakes.  This is a 16’6” runabout boat, weighing approximately 1400 pounds with a175 HP I/O type propulsion system including a jet drive.  The Committee reviewed the information that Don provided and concluded more information, particularly about the motor and drive system, is needed to determine if the Committee could endorse a waiver.  
Motion:  Table this item to Old Business at our next meeting.

d.  Eastern Shore – Tied up Boat.  John Stone reported the Water Patrol has this under control.

e.  Summer Kick-Off / Waterski Exhibition:  The CA Board has approved this function.

X. Comments from Committee Members:  Nan requests that Water Patrol check the placement of the buoy at the entrance of Bay Oaks.  Rob informed the Ski Jump is installed.  Beginning this fall, the winter storage of the jump will be on the Jefferson Point beach.  All hands welcomed Brian Devost as the new CA General Manager – we all look forward to working with him.
