III. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve.  APPROVED (7-0)
IV. Approval of Minutes:  Motion to approve as amended:  Capital request for Pavilion improvements should be $50,000 (vs $150,000 as shown in the DRAFT minutes).  APPROVED (7-0)
V. Guests: 

1. Sascha Ott – Mr. Ott introduced himself and provided his resume to be considered as a candidate to fill a Lakes & Parks Committee vacancy.
2. Mark Brown – Mr. Brown introduced himself.  He is recommended by the Ski Club to serve as the Ski Club representative to the Lakes & Parks Committee, replacing Joe Dattilo as his Lakes & Parks term is expiring.
VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks: Joe Dattilo reported that after years of participating in other municipalities efforts on ‘Clean Stream’, the city of Lake St Louis will lead its own ‘Clean Stream’ effort next year (2014) on April 5th.  Volunteers from Ski Club, Anglers and other interested groups and individuals are expected to participate.

2. Aquatics:  No report until next pool season.
3. Finance:  --The Board has decided to have no Capital Improvement expenditures in 2014.  This is in response to the failed assessment increase proposal.  
4.   Engineering and Facilities:  

--CA staff is obtaining bids on repair/replacement of retaining walls in Claremont cove.  This includes consideration of the length the cove will be once repaired.

--Bathroom floor paint in Marina facilities is peeling off exposing cracks in the concrete floor.  New surfacing is planned for next season.

--The Board is considering performing silt removal from the area around a individual member’s boat lift on the east side of Regatta Bay.  The discussion by Lakes & Parks centered on why the Board would consider doing this since any needed silt removal in Regatta Bay could be considered in the next Lake dredging project.

4.  Maintenance Items – Duane Wall noted the hallway carpets in the Clubhouse look dirty.  Ron Wilson noted that sections of the carpet have been replaced – and others receive frequent cleaning.
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: No Lakes & Parks items since there was no October meeting of L&P.
VIII. Old Business

a. Water Patrol Report:  The committee reviewed the October and Year to Date results.  Ron Wilson noted that things have quieted down significantly since the boating season is now over.  Only a few instances have occurred of chasing unsupervised kids from marina facilities, etc.  
b. Life Jackets Paddle Boards:  The committee reviewed information on US Coast Guard regulations on SUP (Stand Up Paddleboards)  regarding the appropriate use of life jackets and safety equipment by SUP riders.  As a result, the committee is recommending the following:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors authorize the following changes highlighted below to the Lakes and Parks Rules & Regulations beginning in the 2014 boating season:

Section F. Required Safety Equipment

Paragraph 1.  On Class 1 boats and Stand Up Paddleboards (SUP) where it is impractical to carry a U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket due to size limitations of the watercraft, occupants are required to wear one.
Paragraph 4.  All vessels (delete ‘motorboats over 16 feet’) shall have a sounding device.  Example – whistle, air horn, etc..  Stand Up Paddleboards are considered as vessels.
Paragraph 6.  Canoes, rowboats, Stand Up Paddleboards and other non-motorized boats operating between sunset and sunrise shall carry, ready at hand, a lantern or flashlight showing a white light which shall be exhibited in sufficient time to avert collision.

c. Registration Class 1 Boats:  After discussion, the Committee concluded that CA staff should continue to encourage registration of Class 1 boats on the lakes and boat lifts.  No rule changes needed at this time.  

IX. New Business

a. Term Expirations Duane Wall, John Dangoia, Joe Dattilo, Nan McCabe, Barry Berisford.
Discussion that Dave Glendinning and Heather Rieter have missed several meetings.  Chairman Hollinger will contact each of them to query their interest and availability to continue to serve on the Lakes & Parks Committee, as this may generate additional vacancies on the committee.  After discussion, the committee passed the following Motions:
