III. Approval of Agenda

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks :  No meeting
2. Aquatics :  Nothing to report
3. Finance:  Skip Raleigh reported Finance has approved $248K for the CY 2015 capital budget, which includes $150K for Jefferson Point improvements.
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Met and discussed next steps for Jefferson Point.  Also discussed repairs to the Pump Room for the swimming pool.  
5. Maintenance Items:  Rob Stephenson reported the Jole’ Isle cleanup is completed.  He also reported that the Main Marina ‘A’ dock broke free last Sunday (Nov. 2), but was successfully repaired.  No significant damage occurred.  
Joe Datillo complimented the Delore entrance sign repair.
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Rob Stephenson participated in a recent Committee meeting.  Items discussed included the Electronics Recycling event and agreement not to call lake silt a ‘pollutant’.  Rob also reported that the Committee is interested in partnering with the CA in the monitoring of water quality of the Lakes.  Two representatives of the Committee were in attendance at this L&P meeting and spoke in favor of the City’s Green Environmental Advisory Committee’s participation in water quality monitoring of the Lakes.  After discussion, the L&P Committee advised Rob and the Environmental committee’s reps that the CA will continue to perform water quality testing of our Lakes, as it has done in the past – and that results will be available, as they always have been, to CA members.  
Ron Wilson will investigate and benchmark what other private lakes are doing to test and track water quality in their lakes – and will report back at a future L&P meeting.   
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  Ron Wilson reported that the CA Board approved the L&P recommendations from the October meeting.  
VIII. Old Business
a. Towing in No Wake:  Rob Stephenson presented a recommended change to Article IV Boating Rules, Section B General, Item 21 as follows:
     “Skiing, wakeboarding, tubing or similar activities are not allowed inside of marker buoys.  Persons being towed must stay to the port side of buoys.  Towing towables in marinas, including Harbor Town, and congested areas is prohibited.  This includes the gas dock marina.  Penalties are:  First violation - $50, Second violation - $100, Third and subsequent violation - $250.”

The committee discussed whether there is a need for this rule addition and how Water Patrol might engage with these type of situations when there is a significant risk to people or property.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Boating Rules as follows:

“Skiing, wakeboarding, tubing or similar activities are not allowed inside of marker buoys.  Persons being towed must stay to the port side of buoys.  Towing towables in marinas, including Harbor Town, and congested areas is prohibited.  This includes the gas dock marina.  Penalties are:  First violation - $50, Second violation - $100, Third and subsequent violation - $250.”
Failed:  (0-10)

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve a change to the Boating Rules as follows:

“Towing in Marinas, including the gas docks and Harbor Town marina is prohibited”

Failed:  (1-9)
b. Pontoon Registration/Boat Fees
The Committee discussed two candidate annual boat registration fee structures developed by Tom Mispagel.  Both options are revenue neutral and maintain the current annual boat registration fee income level of approximately $242K:

Option 1 is a TWO fee structure:

     - Boats with no motor:  $24

     - Boats with a motor:  $194.50

Option 2 is a THREE fee structure:

     - Boats with no motor:  $24

     - Boats with motors of 21hp or less:  $105

     - Boats with motors of 22hp or more:  $204

The committee discussed why there should be any change at all in boat registration fees.  Rationale included bringing parity and more equitable sharing of the expenses of lake use benefits that ALL boaters enjoy; i.e., dredging, Water Patrol operations, buoy maintenance, gas dock operations, marina maintenance, etc..  This rationale is more objectively based on use & benefit vs. the rationale we have used for the past several decades that was generally linked to boat engine horsepower.   
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approved a new Annual Boat Registration Fee Structure based on two fees:

     - Boats with no motor:  $24

     - Boats with a motor:  $194.50

Approved (7-3)
c. Missouri Safe Boaters card

The Committee discussed how to proceed with the CA Boating Rule that requires boat drivers have a Missouri Safe Boaters Card if they were born after 1 January 1984.  Discussions included putting a legend on the member’s CA ID card to demonstrate they have the Missouri Safe Boaters card.

The Committee decided to table this item to the December meeting.  Mark Brown will further research the topic and report back at that time.

d. Boat Approvals 2014

Tabled to the December meeting.  Will include discussion of displaying Missouri State Registration stickers.
