V. Guests: 

            Rich Boehner re: Dates for 2015 Antique and Classic Boat Show:  Rich presented a request from the Missouri Valley Antique and Classic Boat organization asking for permission to have the 2015 Antique and Classic Boat show again at Windjammer Point.  First preference in May 16 (rain date May 17).  Second preference is May 9 (rain date May 10).  Same logistics as previous years.
            Motion:  Recommend the Community Association Board of Directors approve the Missouri Valley Antique and Classic Boat Show to be held on May 16 (rain date May 17) at Windjammer Point.  If the requested dates are unavailable, the second choice is May 9 (rain date May 10).  Logistics details to be coordinated with CA Staff.

Don Otto, Vice Chairman of Finance, provided information on the breakdown of prices for the construction of the Jefferson Point pavilion.  

VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  No meeting
2. Aquatics:  Pool is closed until 2015.
3. Finance:  Ron Wilson reported that Finance has recommended the lowest bid for the Jefferson Point pavilion be accepted.  There is some discussion about deleting the steps and lower patio.  The CA Board has requested input from E&F and L&P.    
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Ron Wilson reported E&F met on October 6.  At that meeting, they agreed that the steps and lower patio should remain in the Jefferson Point pavilion project.  
5. Maintenance Items:  Duane Wall reported that many dock cleats are missing at the Windjammer Point courtesy docks and recommends they be replaced my CA Maintenance.
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  Rob Stephenson reported the Committee did not meet last month.  At the next meeting, the Committee plans to discuss silt entering from Peruque creek.  There is discussion about whether or not the silt is a pollutant.  After discussion, the L&P Committee members were of the opinion that LSL should not view the silt as a pollutant.  
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting: Ron Wilson reported the CA Board approved the L&P recommendations on use of chemicals in the Lakes.  
VIII. Old Business:  None
IX. New Business

a. Jolle Isle and Clermont Cove.  
Rob Stephenson provided his observations that Jolle Isle access path, gate and use area are in disrepair and need maintenance.  Ron Wilson reported that CA Maintenance has just begun work to trim the access path, perform maintenance and needed repairs on the gate, benches and surrounds, and is planning a 2015 capital improvement to install a card-reader gate.  The work should be complete by the end of October.  

Rob also reported that Clermont Cove access is often very muddy resulting from recent City storm drain repairs in the area.  The area has been seeded, but new grass growth has been slow to take hold.  
b. Main Marina “L” Dock:  Rob Stephenson provided photos of the Main Marina “L” dock showing how it can bend and curve.  Rob suggested one option to minimize the bending would be to install ‘double-wide’ planking on the main dock arm.  Ron Wilson stated that a rough cost estimate for this approach would be in the vicinity of $50,000.  After discussion, the Committee felt that other, less costly options should be considered. 
c. Towing in No Wake Zones:  After brief discussion, the Committee tabled this item.  
d. Jefferson Point Beach:  Rob Stephenson suggested the CA should consider prohibiting members from beaching their boats on the Jefferson Point Beach and instead, provide a dedicated swimming area there. After discussion, the Committee had no further interest in pursuit of this topic.   
e. Pontoon Registration:  Rob Stephenson provided information that the CA spends more maintenance and repair money on damage caused by Pontoon boats than any other boat class.  He learned from CA maintenance that they have to repair and/or replace many buoys that have been run over by Pontoon boats.  Also, CA maintenance has to repair many CA rental docks damaged by Pontoon boats not being secured effectively in their slips.  Rob suggested that CA annual boat registration fees should be revised to reflect the cost impact of the boat class on CA assets.  After discussion of the history of the boat registration fee structure, the Committee agreed the topic is worth another look.  Ron Wilson will send the Boat Class registration numbers to Tom Mispagel. 
f. Missouri Safe Boater Card:  Rob Stephenson reminded the Committee that our current L&P Boating rules require anyone operating a boat on our lakes who is born after Jan 1, 1984 must have a Missouri Boating Safety Identification Card.  After discussion, the Committee agreed it needs to revisit the L&P Boating Rules and consider any needed updates for the Missouri Boating Safety Identification Card and the requirement for CA registered boats to be also registered in the State of Missouri.  
g. Jefferson Point Rock Jetty:   Ron Wilson provided information on the issues, concerns and questions regarding a potential rock jetty adjacent to Jefferson Point.  The nominal purpose would be to limit trees and other large debris from entering Lake St Louis.  The Committee agreed that a rigorous Water Flow study is needed to better inform any decisions on the feasibility of installing a rock jetty.  
h. Jefferson Point Pavilion:  Ron Wilson provided a refresher on the planned construction and features of the Jefferson Point Pavilion project.  He explained that the approved project also includes steps, railings, sidewalks and a lower patio.  The CA Board is now asking for the Committee’s advice on whether to retain the steps, railings, sidewalks and lower patio.  Removal of these items would reduce project cost by approximately $30,000.  The Committee asked Ron Wilson if there is money in the budget for these items.  Ron advised that, yes, funds are available.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors retain the Jefferson Point Pavilion project as originally planned to include steps, railings, sidewalks and lower patio.
