VI. Committee Reports

1. City Parks:  No report.  Tom Mispagel requested we drop this item from future meeting agendas since he no longer serves on the City Parks Committee.   

2. Aquatics:  Pool is closed.
3. Finance:  No report.
4. Engineering and Facilities:  No meeting.
5. Maintenance Items:  None 
6. Green Environmental Advisory Committee:  The October 3rd Electronics Recycling Event was very successful in collection 18,000 pounds of items.
VII. Results Board of Directors Meeting:  The Board approved our request for an additional buoy.  They also approved Michelle Beatty’s dock donation offer.  
VIII. Old Business
a. Water Patrol Report:  The Committee reviewed the September Water Patrol Report.
b. Lifts at High Point:  Ron Wilson reported the results of CA Staff review of the suggested addition of lifts at High Point.  He concluded it is not a good idea and recommended we should abandon the idea.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of four (4) additional boat lifts in the High Point cove.

c. Sailing Club Storage Building:  The Committee reviewed the Sailing Club’s proposed location of a closed storage building at Windjammer Point.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Sailing Club’s proposed location of a closed storage building at Windjammer Point.

d. Lift Request Al Genovese:  The Committee reviewed the request from CA member Al Genovese to install a boat lift and walkway ramp at the common ground adjacent to his property in Eastern Shores.  After discussion, the Committee decided to table the item until there is a positive determination of who owns the common ground in question; i.e., is it owned by the CA or by the Eastern Shores Homeowners Association.  Even if the common ground is owned by the CA, some Committee members expressed concern that approving an individual lift installation with exclusive usage might be inconsistent with offering it first to members who are currently on the dock or lift placement waiting lists.
IX. New Business
a. Boater Safety Course:  The Committee discussed the idea of developing and implementing a Boater Safety Course for CA boat owners and drivers.  Steve Brown advised that the CA Board would welcome the idea.  The Committee noted that there are approximately 1300 registered power boats.  While registered boat owners would be expected to successfully complete such a course, it would also be important to have all boat drivers similarly instructed.  After discussion, the Committee agreed to establish a subcommittee to further develop details on how to develop such a course as well as when and how to implement it.  Report back at the November L&P meeting.

b. Parking and Lighting Brittany Park:  Committee member John Dangoia presented a proposal to add approximately 5+ parking spots adjacent to the Brittany boat launch ramp.  He noted that better parking is needed since the Brittany ramp is the only access to the small lake.  There are numerous times when several boaters desire to use the little lake for fishing, etc..  There is insufficient parking in this area for cars and boat trailers.  
The Committee acknowledged the need for better parking in this area and noted there is likely to be adequate space on the CA common ground adjacent to the launch ramp to accommodate multiple car/trailer parking.  The Committee requested Ron Wilson to look into the idea and report back under Old Business at the November L&P meeting.  The Committee also requested that appropriate lighting be included in the approach.

c. Jefferson Point Plan:  Ron Wilson advised the CA Board has authorized $100,000 in 2016 capital improvement funds for the completion of Jefferson Point development.  These funds would be used for landscaping, irrigation, paving, sidewalks, lighting and other finishing items.  The Committee reviewed the latest Jefferson Point site plan.  The Committee provided ideas on all the improvement items and asked Ron to bring back an updated plan at the Committee’s November meeting showing the Committee’s ideas and options.   
X. Comments from Committee Members:  Barry Berisford stated his concerns the request for the Eastern Shores boat lift installation might set a bad precedent for adding lifts to CA common ground without permitting all members to have an opportunity to apply and /or be given a the opportunity.
