1. Chuck Huel – Boat Approval. c. New Buoy Request:  After review and discussion, the committee passed the following two motions:

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the repositioning   of Buoys 16, 17 and 18 and the addition of buoy 17A and 72A per the proposed updated map.

      Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the addition of Buoy 58A to better define the no wake area along the Eastern Shores / Landings shoreline.

d. Life Jackets for users of Paddle Boards.  The committee noted that there are currently      no rules in place regarding the wearing of life jackets when operating a Paddle Board (sometimes referred to as ‘Stand Up Boards’).  After discussion, the committee agreed that they need more information on safety issues of Paddle Board operations and the use of life jackets.  Tabled to a future meeting.

e. PWSD Project:  The committee reviewed the PWSD plan for the installation of sewage pumping stations over the next seven to eight years as a replacement for the aging and (sometimes) leaky sewer pipes in the lake beds.  
f. Registration of Class 1 Boats:  The committee notes that several CA members have unregistered kayaks, canoes and paddle-boats on their properties. The committee noted that the CA has no jurisdiction for residents keeping unregistered Class 1 type craft on their lawns, decks, patios, etc.  The committee had general consensus that the primary purpose of registering these self-propelled boats is to:
1.  Help Water Patrol to identify and remove non-CA members and craft from our        lakes.

2.  Assist in returning lost and adrift craft to their CA owners.


 The committee agreed that while it is desirable that the CA continue to receive approximately $8,000 in registration fees from all Class 1 craft ($22 for Sailboats under 14’, inflatable boats, paddleboats, canoes, rowboats, and windsurfers), the concept of providing ‘no cost’ Class 1 registration privileges to members might generate much greater registration compliance and better enable Water Patrol to accomplish the above purposes.  The committee also discussed if Paddle-Boards (Stand Up Boards) should be added to the Class I category list requiring registration.  The committee will discuss this topic further at a future meeting.
X. Comments from Committee Members

Darrel Hollinger received feedback from Triathlon participants that  Triathlon organizers should consider adding a mechanism for the event to solicit participant and volunteer feedback suggestions for improvement for future events.
