Rich Buehner re:  Antique and Classic Boat show, scheduled for 21 May 2011.  Mr Buehner is requesting permission for guest boats to be allowed to be hosted at Windjammer Point during the show for use as static displays, providing rides for residents and for a boat parade.  He anticipates approximately 30-35 guest boats may be brought in for the show.  Not all owners would be interested in putting their boats into the water.  Likely the oldest would be a 1937 model.  The boats will likely be 15’-17’ in length.  
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors approve the Antique and Classic Boat Society to conduct a land and in-the-water boat show on 21 May 2011 (date previously approved by the Board) to include:

      -In-water operations by guest boats are limited to craft with a                                                                           displacement not to exceed 3200 pounds.

                                  -A CA member must be aboard guest boats when they are launched and operated in Lake St Louis.

                                  -The Antique and Classic Boat Society will coordinate with CA staff to make provisions for insurance and other logistics details.

                                  -Water Patrol staff to conduct a ‘Captains meeting’ for all guest boat operators prior to launching and operating in Lake St Louis.

3. Finance:  Joe Dattilo reported that Finance accepted a bid on golf course irrigation.  Also, they recommended no increase in boat dock or boat registration fees for 2011.  Finance recommended annual assessment increases in amounts necessary to balance the Operating Budget going forward.  The committee included the L&P Capital requests into the Capital requests to the Board.  The Board tabled the recommendations pending further review by the Board.
4. Engineering and Facilities:  Ron Wilson reported that E&F discussed the L&P recommendations on Dredging equipment purchase.  Also, E&F is considering only dredging lower Dauphine in 2011.
5. Maintenance Items:  Joe Dattilo reported that Jefferson Point sidewalk and Rip-rap needs repaired.

b. 2011 Capital Improvements:  The Committee discussed their concerns that the Board of Directors tabled the Capital recommendations from Finance AND that the Board approved $248K in Capital expenditures for tennis court resurfacing.  L&P is puzzled and concerned that the Board chose to fund one Capital item and tabled all the others.  L&P is of the opinion that all Capital items should have been considered before committing all the 2011 resources.  L&P queried Wayne Walkenhorst for an explanation of this unusual and unprecedented Board action.  Mr Walkenhorst did not provide an explanation of why the Board took the action as reported.
