D.  Changes to L & P Rules and Regs



John from Water Patrol brought up concerns in the wording of our rules.

Article IV.  Boating Rules, Section B, Item 13



1) – had suggested additional wording to be added – after discussion the wording that was decided on was:  No person shall ride or sit on chair backs, gunwales or on the decking AND/OR SWIM PLATFORM over the bow OR STERN of a watercraft while it is underway, unless such watercraft is provided with adequate guards or railings to prevent occupants from falling overboard.

 Dattilo motioned with revisions and Wall 2nd  8-0 Approval



2) Article IV Boating Rules, Section F, Item 1 – Required Safety equipment on the  Class I boats it was suggested to change the verbiage to Occupants are required to wear a Coast Guard Approved life jacket.  There was much discussion on whether it could be stowed on the boat, whether swimmers should be required etc.  After the discussion it was decided to approve the recommended verbiage as follows:  All watercraft shall have onboard at least one U.S. Coast Guard approved lifesaving device for each person.  Each life-saving device shall be in good and serviceable condition and shall be readily accessible.  In addition, watercraft OVER 16 FEET, shall have readily accessible, a U.S. Coast Guard approved Type IV throwable device aboard, and a Type I, II, or III life jacket for each person onboard.  Water skiers or other persons being towed are required to wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket.  On Class I boats, where it is impractical to carry a U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket due to size limitations of the watercraft, OCCUPANTS ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR ONE.

E . Ski Team Schedule

- Joe Dattilo presented the schedule…confirmed the practice schedule was the same, and the shows would be on July 2nd and 3rd
