VII. Results of Board of Directors Meeting:  The Board requested Lakes & Parks to revisit the proposed wording changes to the Lakes & Parks Rules and Regulations in the areas of prohibiting riding on swim platforms during boating operations and for Class I boaters to wear a life jacket if there is no available space to store one aboard their boat.  These topics will be covered under Old Business below.
VIII. Old Business

a. Water Patrol Report:  No report
b. Changes to L&P Rules and Regulations:  After discussion, the committee developed the following motions:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors replace the current wording by adopting the Missouri State Boating regulation wording on this topic as follows:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors modify Article IV, Boating Rules, Section B. General, Item 13 to read: ‘ Allowing passengers to ride on the bow, gunwale, transom, seat backs, seats on raised decks, SWIM PLATFORM, or any other place where there may be a chance of falling overboard is prohibited.  Guards or railings must be at least 6 inches high to be considered adequate.’

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors modify Article IV, Boating Rules, Section B. General, Item 13 to read: ‘No person shall ride or sit on chair backs, gunwales or on the decking over the bow or stern, INCLUDING SWIM PLATFORMS, of a watercraft while it is underway, unless such watercraft is provided with adequate guards or railings to prevent occupants from falling overboard. ‘ 
Approved (10-0)

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors modify Article IV, Boating Rules, Section F. Required Safety Equipment, Item 1 to read:

All watercraft shall have onboard at least one US Coast Guard approved lifesaving device for each person.  Each lifesaving device shall be in good and serviceable condition and shall be readily accessible.  In addition, watercraft OVER 16 FEET shall have readily accessible, a US Coast Guard approved Type IV throwable device aboard and a Type I, II, or III life jacket for each person onboard.  Water skiers or other persons being towed are required to wear a US Coast Guard approved life jacket.  On Class I boats, where it is impractical to carry a US Coast Guard approved life jacket due to size limitations of the watercraft, OCCUPANTS ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR ONE.

c. Class 7 Boats:  After discussion, the committee agreed the approved approach for the Anglers Club to monitor and control the Class 7 Boat applications and usage has been very successful and is still appropriate.  No further action needed at this time. 
IX. New Business

a. Ambassadors Windjammer Approval- The committee supports the proposed approach.  No action taken at this time pending further information.
b. Good Neighbor Policy:  A resident suggested the CA should consider adopting a rule to require a person to remain at the site of a boater in trouble until help arrives.  After discussion, the committee agreed that the idea is good in spirit, but should not be made into a rule.  No further action taken.
c. Request for larger Pontoon Boats:  The committee received a formal request from James Wooten suggesting the committee establish a working sub-committee to investigate increasing the horsepower limits on class 5 boats so that larger outboard engines could be used on large, heavy ‘Luxury’ pontoon boats which could enable towing a slalom skier.  After discussion the committee voted on the following motion:
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors modify the Lake St Louis Rules and Regulations to increase Class 5 outboard motor horsepower limits beyond the current 125 HP level.

Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors save the date for the 2012 Polar Bear Plunge at the CA Clubhouse and beach as follows:  3 Feb, pre-registration event, 4 Feb for the Plunge.
