A.  Jefferson Point Docks and Skimmer Pipe Support – Staff contacting Engineering firms to see if interested in providing Engineering Study.

B.  Jefferson Point Maintenance Area Seewall – Will probably need to add another row of blocks.  Will re-evaluate after boating season.

X. New Business

A.  Paris Cove Water Depth – Kurt, Tim, and Wayne went to Paris Cove to evaluate water depth and bottom material.  Kurt walked entire cove with Mr. Redfield and Mr. Steuber watching and pointing out where the “rock mounds” were located.  Entire cove was about 30” of water depth.  Lake was at “full pool”.  Silt ranged from 2”-18” in cove.  Very few rocks were in cove.  Of the rocks that were present, most were in the 1-3” range.  No mound was found and determined that cove should have adequate water depth to accommodate pontoon boats at full pool.
