V. Report from Staff – Staff indicated approx 418 truck loads of silt removed in last month.  Mostly by City of Wentzville

VIII. Old Business
A. Small Dredge Alternatives – The Board asked the committee several months ago to evaluate small dredge purchase to dredge smaller coves.  The committee evaluated and determined that it would make sense IF we had a place to pump the silt.  The problem with the silt is that the small dredge does not have enough horsepower to pump to an adequate silt basin.  The only silt basin for Lake St Louise is up behind the maintenance facility.  It is approximately 750 ft from Paris Cove, 2000 ft from Clermont, and 2000 ft from Sable.  If we were to utilize a small dredge, we would need to purchase additional pipe, floats, booster pump and a boat to float the booster pump…all at significant expense.  The additional pipe alone is approximately $30,000.  On Lake St Louis, the only silt basin that we would have access to is below the dam.  The problem coves that would utilize the small dredge are over 4000 ft from the dam silt basin.  The small booster pump would not effectively pump the material to the basin.  Another option is drying bags.  The material would be pumped through the drying bags and the water would flow out.  These bags are typically in excess of 100 ft long.  The de-watering process of these bags takes in excess of 2 months. With no option on where to put the silt, the committee recommended last month not to purchase the equipment.  
The Board requested the committee supply alternatives to small dredge purchase.  The Board Liaison was unclear and unsure of the details regarding the Board’s request.  The Committee will re-evaluate with specific direction from Board.  
Motion by Pat to use lake lowering to mechanically dredge using CA easements if small Coves needed dredging.  No 2nd – Motion Fails

Motion by Norm to spend 12-15K to dredge Paris Cove when determined it is needed.   2nd By Ed.   Vote 1-1 with 2 abstaining - Motion Fails

IX. New Business

A. 2011 Dredge – Staff has spoken with the Dredge Operations that quoted the 2003 dredge.  Two have indicated that they have availability for 2011 and 2012.  Staff is having conversations with them as to alternatives
B. Large Dredge Purchase Option – Committee has asked Staff to explore this option, but that the CA should not be in dredging business
