c. Clearing of seven acres at Duello – pretty well mowed; disc ran over most of it this week.

d. Status of bath house changing room – Roof, water heater, pool house, etc completed.

a. Review of specifications for roads and parking lot for Jefferson Point – Drawing and specs discussed; Jim will check with city of LSL on curbing reqts;  Motion made by Rich Buehner, seconded by Ben Cooper to bid as specified now and to add an option  for the road bed to be rock only ( no asphalt). Voted was 6 Yes, 1 NO. Motion passed.

b. Discussion on silt removal at Paris Cove. I would like the City to participate in cost. - After much discussion about how silt got back in cove so soon and how it should be removed, a motion was made by Kurt L to ask the city for financial support for local dredging due to silt from road construction just upstream. Motion seconded by John Earle. Motion passed unanimously.
