1. Roll Call – See above.
2. Recognized Guests – Mark Haddock of Golder Associates
3. Approval of minutes – Ben Cooper moved that the minutes from the Nov 2015 meeting be approved;  Clint Moor seconded the motion. Approved unanimously.

4. Approval of Agenda – Motion made by Clint to approve the agenda; Ben Cooper seconded it.  Approved unanimously.

5. Report from BOD –  Lakes and Parks has requested  a boat lift for Jefferson Point. That request is at the board for action. Jefferson Point has $100,000 capital budget for 2016 improvements.

6. Report from staff- 
7. Old Business
a. Review of Water Study – Mark Haddock attended from Golder Associates. He said his expert was unexpected call away and would not attend the meeting. Mark tried to answer questions from the E & F board members but suggested that a conference call be set up that included Kurt Lynn and others from the E & F committee and Mark and his expert from Golder to finalize the report. Key points discussed were:

i. CA requires (a)protection for boat docks extending out 150 feet from shoreline where boom attaches ans (b) jetty length required is 175 feet (how long a jetty would cause a one foot rise in water level at Hwy 64 bridge?

ii. Graphs of water flow velocity and levels were not provided ( costs $1000 for Golder to provide graphics). Motion was made by Rich Buehner and seconded by John Earle to buy the graphics. Passed unanimously.
iii. Is Rip-Rap needed on west shore to protect it from erosion? Maybe, but Golder says it is best to monitor it over time to determine need before taking action.

iv. Conference call mentioned above to be scheduled.

v. Recommended “Tuff Boom” debris catcher. They have used the product and think it catch most of our debris, but will require cleaning.

vi. Jetty costs provided are based on construction costs from RSMeans: Boom costs are an order of magnitude lower.

vii. Document of the Water Study is a DRAFT and Golder would like to wrap it up soon.


b.   Jefferson Point Pavilion -  Reviewed plans for sidewalk and lighting. Clint Moor made a motion to approved the plans as submitted. Seconded by Ralph Goltz. Approved unanimously.

c.   Dredging of Paris Cove. Not approved by board where do we go from here- Discussed by committee. Recommendation made to ask Ron to go to the City about approving use of a crane on the roadway. Then it can be brought to the board again. Make point to board about water depth and need for mechanical dredging to maintain navigation capability. Motion made by John Earle to go to board with request for mechanical dredging and request feedback on why if its not approved. Seconded by Ben Cooper. Passed unanimously.


d.   Lower bedrock at Paris Cove – What would happen if we lowered the bedrock two feet in Paris Cove giving the silt more room to collect?
