A motion was made Kurt Lynn and seconded by Rich Buehner that all trees be removed from the unused silt basin area, i.e. the easternmost portion of the original basin area  which consists of seven (7) acres +/-. This is currently unused silt basin area trees need to be removed to keep open the option of using it as additional silt basin area at any time its needed.

i. Close off road on both ends with vertical pipes, one removable one for pass-thru traffic.

ii. Rough in roadway, turn-around, parking area

iv. They do not want the sidewalk installed until later maybe the last thing done.
