i.     Call to Order by Vice Chairman Mispagel at 7:00pm

v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone:  

Heather reported that Magruder is done at Jefferson Point and is in the process of removing their remaining equipment over the next few days.  Access gate will be reinstalled later.  

Lakewood restrooms project is in the final stages of City review/approval.  

Windjammer pavilion will be improved with an 8’ concrete extension to permit more seating.  Also, a second patio will be added for smokers.  

Barry asked if the Board has made progress on the L&P request (at the June Board meeting) to provide written   
reason(s) why the Board took no action on our Motion to approve side curtains on member lifts installed on CA 
rental docks. Chris advised it is in work,

vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein reported that Boat Safety Classes are continuing on an ad hoc/as needed basis.  

Steve reported that Water Patrol activity in the Lakes has been pretty quiet.  Only thing of note is some of the new 
cove entry safety lights have been vandalized and needed repair.


Water Patrol continues the monthly check on dock rental occupancy (correct boat in the correct dock) and 


changeovers.  There have been a few instances of dock numbered blocks being interchanged at the marinas.  All 
have been returned to their correct locations.


Ravens Point dock damage has been repaired.  
vii. Committee Reports

a. Aquatics – Heather reported Swim Team activity is complete for the season.  Pool lifeguard contract services will be significantly more expensive next year due to the new state law requiring $12/hour minimum wage.  
b. Finance – Heather advised financial info has been requested from Lake Forest.  
c. E&F – Heather reported that Maintenance will be surveying lake trash removal boats in hopes of purchasing one (or two) soon.  
viii. Guests-  Continued concerns about long waiting times to get a CA boat rental dock.
Also, a question if it is permissible to allow another member’s boat onto a rental dock/lift for short duration repairs.  Steve Bernstein advised he will be glad to work with members who encounter this situation as needs arise.

x.     New Business
a. Jet Boards/Motorized Personal Water Craft:  The committee discussed this item and reviewed information on several types of smaller type of floats, boards, etc.  Vance Porlier advised a dealer of electric powered boards is willing to put on a demonstration at Lake St Louis if there is interest.

This item will be further reviewed under Old Business at the September meeting.   

b. Windjammer Restrooms:  Heather reported they are being cleaned daily, but we clearly need more restroom facilities – especially with the high usage rate caused by the tremendous popularity of the Dam Bar.  Heather continues to work with PWSD to better contain sewage odor.  
c. Slalom Course- Ski Club moved the slalom course to permit more room for all boaters to safely pass by on the dam side of the course.  Concerns were that no one in Water Patrol knew of this in advance.  Vance Porlier advised any future changes would be well coordinated in advance.
d. Lake Saint Louise: Clarification of Rules:  There is currently a registered Class 5 boat at Brittany docks.  The dock rental approved by the CA Office was likely an oversight.  CA Water Patrol will monitor the owner’s activity on the little lake to make sure they only use the main outboard engine for launching and retrieving the boat from the little lake.  
No rule changes are needed.
