v.     Board Report – Chris Meyer/Heather Malone:  Heather reported that 2022 Capital projects are being reviewed and finalized.  The Halloween Party vote showed little interest for this year and has been cancelled.  
vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein:  Steve reported that Water Patrol and the gas docks will be shutting down for the season mid-October.  Steve also reported that there have been some complaints regarding the brightness of the blue lights on the cove entry buoys.  Steve will evaluate shutting off the lights for the winter – and turning them back on at the beginning of the ’22 boating season.

ix.     Old Business
a. Boat Hull Verification System:  More homework and fact finding to be done.  Will review again at the next L&P meeting.  
b. Lakefront Homeowner’s & LSLCA Dock Rental Policy.  The committee discussed the need and impact of the Board’s March 23rd rule that limits members who have private docks from renting a CA dock on the same lake.  It appeared to the Committee that the rule selectively discriminated against private dock owners.
Motion:  Recommend the CA Board of Directors rescind the March 23rd rule prohibiting lakefront property dock owners from renting a CA dock on the same lake where they live.  Any CA member in good standing should be able to apply for any CA rental dock location regardless of the member’s property ownership.

x.     New Business
a. Grandfathered Boats:  The Board is considering changing the existing policy to no longer permit a grandfathered boat to be sold and re-registered by the new owner on the lake. The CA’s lawyer recommends sending a letter of notice to current boat owners alerting them of this change, if a final decision is made to implement this new policy.  
Chris Meyer and Steve Bernstein stated the CA lawyer has growing concern about the legal defensibility of our boat criteria rules.

During discussion, the committee reviewed our historical rationale for developing and updating rules 
(including grandfathering) for boat type, size, weight and engine and how we balance these rules 
vs lake useability (wakes, maneuverability, etc.). 

The Committee also discussed how we recognize boat market trends and adjust our boat rules 
to provide our members an approved array of new boat choices.   

Barry Berisford expressed his concern that the CA lawyer may not adequately understand how we 
have developed boat criteria over the years – and his counsel may not align with it.  
b. Lakewood Park Restroom Quotes:  The Committee reviewed the Contractors’ bids for the new Lakewood Restroom(s).  We discussed how these quotes far exceed the quotes the CA anticipated as recently as last year.  These price increases appear to be driven by increases in the general construction market and large upward trends in building material costs.  The Committee agrees with the E&F recommendation to wait until next year to see if the prices come down.  
c. Capital 2022:  Heather reviewed the listing of 2022 Capital Budget requests with the Committee.  Some are already in work on a phased basis.
