MINUTES
i.     Call to Order at 7:00pm by Chairman Beth Treadway
ii.     Roll Call

v.     Board Report – Angela Hopping/Heather Becker:

     Heather reported the CA Board approved our Motion requiring Contractors to post a refundable deposit on CA property projects to ensure proper cleanup at the conclusion of the project.  The Board also approved our Motion recommending three-year terms on L&P Committee for Barry Berisford, John Dangoia and Duane Wall.  The Board did NOT approve our recommendation for L&P Committee Chairman and Vice Chairman officers, but referred the topic back to the Committee for further action.  The Board took no action on our recommendation to change the annual boat registration fee to a more fair structure.  The Board also took no action on our failed Motion to approve a separate member pass for the Lakewood Pickleball courts.  

Heather also reported the Board approved the 2023 Capital budget.  Planning continues on Lakewood restrooms.  Temporary toilet facilities will be used for 2023,  Windjammer courtesy docks will undergo $50k in repairs this year.  Also, trailer restroom facilities will be added to Windjammer this year to meet the anticipated usage demand.  

vi.     Staff Report – Steve Bernstein reported the Water Patrol boats will remain in winter storage.  One boat will be launched in March, the second in April.  Steve will be covering all Water Patrol services for the next 4-5 weeks.  Boat inspections will return to in-person events this season.  Boat registration fees must be paid before members can pay for their rental slips.  If boat rental slips are not paid by April 1st, the member will lose their usage of that slip and it will be offered to the next eligible member.
