· Brian provided the current Work Request – Dispatch Log in the handout packet.  He also noted that it will be available for view on the new CA Website.  It has been very helpful so far.

· Also in the packet is the list of Board approved 2018 Capital Improvement projects.
· IPI progress report showed the large lake projects are completed.  Small lake projects are still underway and should be fully completed in 2018

The committee noted that the General Manager should take prompt action to make sure the contractor provides elevation data on all new underwater structures.  (This has been previously discussed and requested.)

· Jefferson Point irrigation project is approximately 50% complete, now awaiting warmer weather.  New skimmer pipe sections are on site.  Assembly will begin when warmer weather permits.  The new area lights are installed.

The Committee expressed its disappointment that the Board rejected our November motion to install light fixtures with proper light ‘cut-off’ to prevent intrusive and annoying light shining outside the Jefferson Point grounds.  The Committee is also concerned that the lights are to be turned off at 10:00 pm – thereby reducing their effectiveness to provide night-time security to the Jefferson Point.
· Work progresses on removal of 250K cubic yards of silt.
